London & Theatre Visit 17 & 18" July

We are organising a residential Theatre and Arts trip to London on 17" & 18" July 2019 for our Y7’s, Y8's and Y9's. This
will be in the final week of the school term and therefore will not disrupt learning. The trip is a great opportunity for
the students to go to the National Gallery and the Victoria and Albert Museum; take part in a West End Movement
workshop; go out for dinner; and see two West End shows.

The cost of the trip is £220, which includes all travel, accommodation, a meal out on Wednesday night, breakfast and
a packed lunch on Thursday, theatre tickets and school insurance. If not enough contributions are forthcoming the trip
may have to be cancelled. If payment is a barrier to any pupils, please contact the organiser in the first instance.
Financial assistance is available at the Headteacher’s discretion.

Could you please complete and return the permission slip and a non-refundable deposit cheque for £80.00, made
payable to Silverdale School, to be handed into the Student Reception in an envelope marked with your son/daughter’s
name, form and titled London Theatre Visit by Monday 15 April. The outstanding £120 balance will need to be paid as
two staged instalments of £70 by 13" May and £70 by 17*" June.

This trip is open to Y7 to Y9 students and we can only take 40 students. Gaining a place on the excursion will not be
on a first come, first served basis. Numbers will be counted after the deadline for deposits and in the event of the trip
being oversubscribed, all names will be drawn out of a hat at random creating a firm list and reserve list.

Once we confirm your child’s place on the trip, your deposit will be non-refundable unless a replacement student can
be found. In line with the travel company terms and conditions of booking, we must follow the following cancellation
policy if we do not manage to find a replacement:

22 days to 10 weeks prior to trip: 75% of total cost
0 to 21 days prior to trip: 100% of total cost
